When her husband passed away 3 years ago from colon cancer, she decided to 
stay home and care for her daughter instead of returning to the work force. She needed 
to find a way to earn a living for her family, and found her niche in the custom boutique 
world. She has made so many friends through the boutique community and loves the 
fact that she is now helping many women, mostly other moms, who are in the same 
position achieve their goals.
